Skywarn is an important part of Amateur 
Radio.  Our repeaters provide NOAA 
weather alerts to local Amateur Radio 
Operators.  The repeater systems pro-
vide a backbone to call in weather ob-
servations and to communicate with 
other local Amateur operators in the  
area.  

Peace River Radio Association operates 
two linked repeaters, VHF and UHF to 
provide FM radio coverage in our local 
area.  Both repeaters are equipped to 
monitor the National Weather Service 
alert system and provides local Amateur 
Radio Operators with weather alerts for 
the Charlotte County area.  Our repeaters 
W4DUX operate on 147.255 MHz and on 
442.925 MHz using a PL Tone of 136.5
